Guidelines

Moving Current/NEWGrounds / Florida Dance Festival

 Choreographic Residency 

Application Deadline: April 14, 2012 
This 16 day residency at the Florida Dance Festival from June 12-23, 2012 is sponsored by Moving Current and the Florida Dance Association. As the Choreographer in Residence, artists receive on campus housing, rehearsal space, mentoring, classes at the festival, and a full public performance of their work. Choreographers are selected by a panel of dance professionals based on the artistic excellence of the work samples submitted. A fee of $250, paid by the choreographer, will cover housing, rehearsal space, mentorship, performance opportunities and a full load of classes at the 2012 Florida Dance Festival.
Eligibility: The residency is open to established and emerging Florida choreographers 
that have been working at a professional level for a minimum of three years. All genres of dance are welcome. 
To Apply:   Applications must be submitted electronically. 
Work samples can be sent by surface mail or delivery service. 

All materials must be received on or by April 14, 2012. 

Application 
Submit the application form electronically by downloading it in WORD FORMAT from our website (www.floridadanceassociation.org or www.movingcurrent.com ), completing it, and e-mailing it to erin.cardinal@movingcurrent.com . PLEASE RETURN THE APPLICATION AS A WORD DOCUMENT, NOT AS A PDF, WORD PERFECT, OR JPG. Mailed or delivered hard copies will not be accepted. 

DVD Work Samples & Application Fee 

Work samples may be sent by US mail or delivery service. If you are sending them express, please be sure to waive the signature requirement. (You can request delivery confirmation.) 

Note that April 14 is not a postmark deadline.  All materials must be RECEIVED by 4/14. 

· The work sample should have 3-minute excerpts from 3 separate pieces, clearly marked with your name. (See below for important work sample information.)
· An application fee of $25.00, payable to Moving Current. Do not send cash. 

· If you would like your work sample returned to you, enclose a self-addressed, stamped mailer. 

Please do not send additional materials (bios, recommendation letters, press kits, etc.) 
About Work Samples 

· Submit three (3) identical DVDs of your work samples. (i.e.: 1 original and 2 copies) 
· Label each DVD with your name and provide clear cueing instructions.  
· Do NOT send highly edited promotional material or spliced samples. We are interested in three contiguous minutes of sustained choreography from 3 different pieces, not “highlights.” Over-edited samples will be disqualified. 

· Send excerpts from three different pieces of choreography to demonstrate your range. 

· Solo material is acceptable for one, but not more, of your work samples. 

· Your samples must be of work choreographed by you.

· Be sure to test your DVDs on a variety of machines, and clean them carefully before you mail them.
